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ne-lemon Lemonade

As you welcome the hot summer days, it
pays off to have an easy go-to lemonade recipe to
quench your thirst and help cool off. This recipe
is a simple no fuss way to make use of a whole
lemon.You can feel free to double up the batch as

you see fit. Remember to rely on your sense taste
and as much sweetener as you deem suitable to
your tastes and the tastes of those you love. Add
mint for “mint lemonade”, strawberries for “pink
strawberry lemonade”, or orange blossom water
for traditional “Lebanese lemonade to make
different refreshing beverages! Remember to
chill it before you serve it and enjoy!

Ingredients (makes 4 servings):

® One medium sized whole lemon

® /4 cup granulated sugar (you may substitute with
honey/ sugar syrup/ sweetener, and adjust to taste)
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® 2 cups water

® /4 cup mint (optional)

® /4 cup strawberries (optional)

® /4 tsp. orange blossom water

|- Cut the lemon into squares

2- Add the water

3- Add the sugar or sweetener

4- Blend everything using a stand blender or a
hand-blender

5- Strain blended mixture into a bowl

6- (Optional) add either mint, orange blossom
water, or strawberries and blend

7- Chill and serve cold
