1. MYP1- Math Proficiency Requirements
Regarding mathematics, the MYP1 candidate student is expected to:
- Solve mathematical problems in familiar and unfamiliar situations - Solve math word problems
(real life applications)
- Generate mathematical formulas using the skill of recognizing patterns (numerical, geometrical,)
- Use appropriate mathematical language in written statements using correct terminology that
guarantees communicating coherent mathematical lines of reasoning.
Math Required Topics:
- Multiplying 3-digit by 2-digit numbers
- Dividing whole numbers
- Comparing decimals to 10,000t
- Rounding decimals
- Performing basic operations with decimals
- Fractions: equivalent fractions, doing the basic operations on fractions, comparing two fractions.
- Data analysis using bar graphs, line graphs, Venn diagrams, etc.
Geometry: using a protractor, sorting and classifying triangles, polygons, quadrilaterals 2.

2. MYP1- English Proficiency Requirements
Using several visual, oral, or auditory age-appropriate prompts, the MYP1 candidate will:
- Read a text/paragraph aloud & respond to written comprehension questions
- Listen to and reflect on a global issue & discuss thoughts and ideas with the interviewer(s)
- Within 45 minutes, write age-appropriate essay based on the prompt To perform the above, the
candidate must make best employment of the following:
